It seems like whenever you’ve got an eye on a 
Jane that she prefers me over you! What can I say? I’m a handsome guy. Oh, and don’t say it’s 
because I throw lettuce around like it’s nothing. I can hear you right now arguing with me about 
how the money is the only reason why I get the ladies. By the way, it’s only going to get worse now 
that I’m in the service and you are what, a civilian integral to our victory? I’ll show up in my 
monkey clothes and point to all of my battle scars and you’ll show up in your civvies and beg the 
girls to see your calluses. I’ll just apologize now for what’s about to come. 

I haven’t seen any action yet, but it won’t belong until I receive my baptism by fire as the G.I.’s 
call it.
